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Leaving more than a Wray of
hope......

Sue Wray, the person who has given hope to hundreds of people with
her vision for a local, purpose built, community hospice has stepped
down as Company Secretary of the charity. She has been the
inspiration & driving force behind the mission to build a centre of
excellence for the support & treatment of the terminally ill in South East
Lincolnshire.

A significant step to realising that vision was made in April 2011 with
the completion of the 6 bed unit. The hospice will provide pain relief,
symptom control and respite care, as well as a support centre. It is
expected that over 200 families will benefit each year from the inpatient
unit and hundreds more from the support centre which is scheduled to
open in the first quarter of 2012.

Sue said “ We have achieved so much over the last 11 years but | felt

that now was the right time to appoint a hospice manager with health

service/hospice background. | know the charity will be in good hands under the new leadership and will cope with
the challenging times ahead. | would like to send out a huge thank you to all those who have supported and
worked alongside me”

The cost of managing the hospice is forecasted at £850,000 annually and unless part funding is received
externally, the full cost will need to be generated through voluntary sources. Chairman Yvonne Slater stated “We
are confident of receiving part funding for our inpatient bed unit. It is imperative that we secure long term funds
prior to accepting patients—we are committed to opening the hospice and ensuring that it remains open which is
only possible if our beds are part funded externally”.

Local GP, Doctor Bunting, on visiting the hospice also stated “This is such an excellent and much needed re-
source for the community, which needs to be in use as soon as possible. There is a shortage on inpatient beds
locally and beds are available here. However, it would not be in the long term interest of the patient to open the
hospice before sustainable sources of funding is agreed. Almost all hospices receive some level of NHS funding
so | would hope that an agreement can be reached to part fund the facility soon”.
